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Synopsis: Thailand’s first feature-length
animation is a masterpiece by Payut
Ngao-krachang, known as “Thailand’s Walt
Disney”. Adapted from a classical Thai folk
tale, The Adventure of Sudsakorn begins
when a mermaid gives birth to Sudsakorn
on Crystal Island. A hermit raises him into a
skilled wizard, and at the age of three,
Sudsakorn sets out to look for his father,
Phra Apaimanee, accompanied by the
magical Nilmangkorn Horse. Sudsakorn’s
fantastical journey takes him to the Demon
Island and later to an encounter with the
Naked Hermit, who steals his horse and
magic ring. Rescued by King Karawek and
his children, Sudsakorn has to brave hordes
of monsters to continue his search for Phra
Apaimanee.

Director’s Biography: Payut Ngao-krachang
was born on April 1, 1929, in the coastal
province of Prachuab Kiri Khan. As a child,
he practiced drawing on sand using
discarded crab’s claws and twigs. He loved
Thai-style characters, though his exposure
to early American cartoons also shaped his
aesthetic sensibility. In 1944, Payut came
to the capital to study at Poh Chang Art
Academy and later found work with the US
Information Service (USIS). In 1955, he
succeeded in completing the first Thai
animated film, a 7-minute short “Amazing
Incidents”. After studying animation
filmmaking in Japan, Payut returned to
Thailand and made Thailand’s first
feature-length animated film, The Adventure
of Sudsakorn, in 1979. Payut Ngao-krachang
died on May 27, 2010, at the age of 81.
