1. Do not use the product when the body is wet. Do not use the product on damp or wet
tables and floors.

. When using the product, do not use metal utensils such as a spoon or a fork contact
with metal parts of the product to prevent an electric shock and heat accumulation.
Wooden materials such as chopsticks can be replaced.

. During use, the user's legs and feet should not directly contact with the floor. It may
cause electricity flow from the body through down to the ground in the same way of
the thunderbolt. So please wearing rubber shoes.

(Hotel’s cloth slippers are not allowed to use)

4. Check that outside the building is ready for use; such as ringing or lamp etc.
They should be waterproof equipment including installation of ground wire and electric
leakage circuit breaker to prevent short circuit causing electric shock.

. Do not repair or do any adjustment the product by yourself. Due to inexperience and
insecurity, it can be dangerous.

. In case of flooding the house, cut off all electricities, turn off all electric powers and
move all electrical appliances out of the flooded level area to prevent electric shock and
the appliances being damaged.

. Do not bring appliances that have been damaged by the flooding to use. Because of
the risk to get hurt from damaged appliances.

. Only select the standard electrical equipments. There is a certification mark for
Thai Industrial Standards Institute (TISI), especially for the electrical appliances outside
of the building, they should be a waterproof equipment and have a cover to prevent rain,
splash and water leakage.

. Install electric shock protection devices such as automatic electric cut-offs, electric leakage
curcuit breakers, especially for appliances that have metal body, such as refrigerators
water heaters, microwaves, drinking water dispensers, etc. should be installed grounded wire.
If there is a leakage current, the electricity will flow to the ground. Thus helping to prevent
the danger of electric shock.

. Felling trees and pruning trees that across electric lines, can prevent heavy winds and storms
that are going to make the branch of the tree fall down over the electric lines. It will cause danger

to people in the area.
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COMPONENTS

1. Lid cover
2. ON/OFF switch

3. Kettle base

HOW TO USE

1. Open the lid cover

2. Pour water into the electric kettle as needed by the water level should not exceed the full
water mark (MAX) and the water level should not be lower than the low water mark (MIN)
and close the lid.

3. Place the electric kettle on the base.
4. Plug in to the power source then switch on.
5. Switch will be automatically off when the water is boiled.

** Never plug in to the power source without filling the pot with water.**

MAINTENANCES

Remark : Read all instructions for long lifetime.

- Always unplug after finish using.

- Let product cool down first then clean-up.

- Do not immerse the product which connected with electrical part into water or
any liquid.

- Do not use any metal sponge or any rough sponge to clean the product.

- If the heating plate has some stains, pour water with the vinegar into the kettle and
switch on (The amount of vinegar should be 1/3 of the amount of water) until boiling.

- Switch off then pour water with vinegar out. Clean by water again.
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- Please read all instructions carefully.
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- For safety, please unplug the product before and after using every time. @‘:,’JEJ?]’JHJﬂaEJﬂﬁEJ

- Do not use when product is unusual such as downfall, distorted or damaged power
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cord. Please contact call center in a warranty card or a manual.

- Do not immerse the product in water.

- If necessary to use a multi plug socket , it should have a standard certificate that HYNAAFITNANY AN Tan
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- Do not do any adjustments since the product can be damaged.

- Do not use the product with damaged or unsuitable socket.

- Do not move the product when using.

- Place the product on a flat surface, at least 30cm away from stove or other heat source.
- Unplug the power by holding the plug itself , not pulling the power cord.

- Do not leave the product while using and do not leave the children nearby.

- Do not let cord hang over edge of table or counters, or touch hot surface.

- Do not over fill the pot with water and always check if the water level needs new supply.
